England Football Accredited is the new
framework for League and Club accreditation,
and replaces The FA Charter Standard.

It is an opportunity for The FA and County FAs to recognise

all Leagues and Clubs who raise the bar and set the tempo

for football to thrive in England. It enables us to work with

our League network to offer modern competitions that meet
the needs of today's game, while simultaneously creating
maximum opportunities for everyone who enjoys the game

to participate. Regardless of background, ability, skin colour,
gender, sexual orientation or age: we unite everyone and strive
to give the very best of ourselves.

As an accredited League or Club, you will
automatically be transitioned on to the new
England Football framework.

It's there to keep things accessible, sustainable and safe, helping
you to successfully run football off the pitch so that football is great
onthe pitch. Day by day, week by week, season after season: the
very best footballing experiences for you and for everyone.
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WHAT DOES ENGLAND

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CLUB PATHWAYS RAISE STARS

On-pitch and off-pitch criteria is the foundation to
providing safe, respectful and inclusive pathways and
environments for the game of football in England.

In addition, we recognise Clubs that provide one or more of the accredited
player pathways, either for male, or female, or for disability players.

The star that a club achieves and is then recognised for, demonstrates
that they have football teams within their set-up that support the three
accredited player pathways. It helps us to align the relevant support and
services you need to become the best version of your Club.

You can find out more about how Accredited Clubs raise stars by
watching this video.

So, where do the teams your Club offers sit on the new
accredited player pathways?

Clubs currently can affiliate teams as young as U7s through to open age and
Veterans in FA sanctioned competitions. The accredited player pathways are
aminimum of what we will recognise as a ‘player pathway' to create more
opportunities and give more people the chance to play the game by 2023/24.
Wherever you sit across the one, two or three stars of accreditation does not take
away from the quality of experience you provide your players, spectators and
volunteers, but it recognises and champions you for the opportunity you give for
everyone to participate across the male, female and disability game.

Some Clubs may already be able to deliver across one, two or three of the
Accredited player pathways. Others may not. That's okay. We're all growing and
improving together. And by striving to be the best we can be, we can ensure more
opportunities and pathways are provided for everyone, thanks to accredited Clubs
across the community.

Some Clubs may want to collaborate and formally link in partnership to create
more opportunities for people to play football.

TRANSITION

We understand the last three seasons have
been really tough for Leagues and Clubs across
the country. There are many Clubs among you
who have not been able to retain or develop
new teams during this time. Given the situation
we have allhad to face, that's to be expected.

So, that's why we are recognising Clubs in
terms of how many teams they may have up
tothe end of the 2023/24 season. We continue
to work with Clubs through the County FA
network to support the growth of teams across
our pathways. During this period, all clubs
accredited star status will remain the same,
aslong as all the other criteria are met. We will
then review the position of our clubs and their
pathways at the end of the 2023/24 season.

Allexisting FA Charter Standard Leagues or Clubs
were automatically transitioned to become
England Football Accredited Leagues and Clubs.

You will already achieve most, if not all of the
following eligibility criteria. From November
2022, clubs will be required to complete a
renewal to validate against these criteria.

Clubs that are within 3 teams of meeting
the 3% %% Accredited player
pathways are currently recognised asa
3 % % % Accredited Club.

You will be recognised as this
up until at least the end of the
2022/23 season.

If you decide or are unable to grow
the teams needed by 2023/24
your star is likely to change to
reflect the football teams and
pathways you offer.




STAY ACCREDITED
BE THE BEST

From November 2022, we will open up for Clubs
to renew their Accreditation with the Club Portal.

This means that clubs can continue to raise the bar as they are
validated against the Accreditation criteria.

Clubs will have until the 30" April 2023 to submit their renewal, S R T
and once this has been approved clubs will be able to redeem
their rewards through our fulfilment partners.

Evidence or adopt an equality policy.

Have at least 60% of teams from England Football
Accredited Clubs. After three years leagues must
have a minimum of 85% of teams from an England
Football Accredited Club.

Adopt The Football Leadership diversity code.

Adopt the Nationwide Respect codes of conduct
and implement the Nationwide Respect activations
relevant to your League.

Have a bank account inthe League's name.

Provide evidence of last season's accountsiif in
existence for more than one season.

Each season Leagues will continue to adhere to criteria and complete the
relevant validation process to remain England Football Accredited.

Evidence or adopt a set of Club rulesand be a
constituted Club.

Evidence or adopt the relevant Club
safequarding policies.

Evidence or adopt an equality policy.

Adopt The Football Leadership diversity code.

Safequarding Committee Members course
completed by Club committee members.

Adopt the Nationwide Respect codes of conduct and
implement The FA Respect activations relevant to
your club.

Through the Club Portal, Clubs will continue to adhere to the criteria and complete the relevant validation

process to remain England Football Accredited.

Have a bank account in the Club's name
recommended for all Clubs and mandatory for Clubs
with three or more teams.

Provide evidence of last season's accounts if in
existence for more than one season.

Have a good disciplinary record within
the Nationwide Respect disciplinary code (if in
existence for more than one season).
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England Football Accredited Clubs will achieve on pitch and off pitch criteria:

On pitch

Adult teams should have a named individual
that has completed the Introduction to First Aid
in Football (IFAIF). If this personis a player, an
additional person is required.

Youth teams to have at least one coach or manager
with the Introduction to Coaching Football (12CF)
per team, with in-date Introduction to First Aid in
Football (IFAIF) and Safeqguarding Children Course
(SCC). A qualified coach or manager must be present
at training and fixtures.

Have a coach:player ratio of 1:16 or less.

Complete the relevant Club development planto
support club development and sustainability.

Confirm Club meetings that take place and make
sure they are recorded. Copies of minutes are
available uponrequest.

Demonstrate that decisions made by the Club are
informed by, and communicated to, it's members.
